Northbound I-15 express 

lanes to close on

As of  last Friday, the Interstate 
15 express lanes will be open 
only to southbound traffic over 
the next four weekends.

Tri-City Health District 
Nixes Third Attempt on 

Bond Measure 

After voters voted down two 
previous hospital bond mea-
sures in 2006, the Tri-City 
Healthcare District is delaying 
placing a third one before vot-
ers in June, opting instead to 
spend more time on reaching 
out to voters. 

Consultants yesterday told the 
district board that a June elec-
tion, with a filing deadline of  
March 7 to place the measure 
on the ballot, is too soon to 
return to voters. 

At issue is a $778 million plan 
to upgrade and expand the 
Tri-City Medical Center that 
it oversees in Oceanside. It is 
now working to secure fund-
ing. 

Similar funding was secured 
two years ago for the Palomar 
Pomerado Health District and 
critics are pointing to cost 
overruns and what appears to 
be broken promises to induce 
voters to pass that bond issue, 
which was for $469 million.

One poll of  1,200 likely vot-
ers found that about two-thirds 
supported a bond measure, 
according to one research firm.
Such a bond issue would require 
a two-thirds voter approval.  
Given the critical climate fac-
ing bond issues in the immedi-
ate past and potentially in the 
future, officials are wary of  pro-

ceeding without first embarking 
on an education campaign, fol-
lowed by a survey to determine  
voter support as to various bond 
sizes. The previous measures 
would have raised property taxes 
$23.40 per $100,000 of  assessed 
property values to pay for the 
improvements. 

Officials said a poll is being con-
ducted in Vista's Shadowridge 
neighborhood to determine if  
voters there would support a 
measure. Most of  the neighbor-
hood is outside the district's 
boundaries, and Tri-City is mov-
ing toward possibly annexing 
the area. 

The Tri-City district includes 
most of  Oceanside, Carlsbad, 
and Vista. 

The consultants also said the 
number of  undecided voters 
appears to be lower because 
of  the previous two attempts. 
In an interview, Moss said she 
also wants to determine when 
enough money and resources 
could be gathered for a third 
bond campaign. 

Board Chairman Larry Schallock 
said he doubts the district would 
try another bond measure if  a 
third try fails. “We're going to have 
to bear consequences if  we cannot get 
this bond passed,” he said. 

Tri-City, like other hospitals in 
the state, is faced with a 2013 
deadline to meet earthquake 
standards. Hospital officials say 
they also hope to expand the 
facility to keep up with popula-
tion growth. These are similar 
arguments raised by Palomar 
Pomerado Health District for 
their bond proposal.
