The Jumping Turtle Bar &
Grill Loses Business

Permit

The city of San Marcos has
pulled the business permit for
live music at the troubled
Jumping Turtle Bar and Grill..

The notice, which City Clerk
Susie Vasquez issued Nov. 27,
was set to go into effect at 12:01
a.m. Wednesday but has been
put on hold pending a hearing
set for 9 a.m. Dec. 17 at City
Hall.

Attorney Everett DeLano, who
represents The Jumping Turtle
owners Matthew Hall and Laura
Mouradian, requested the hear-
ing. In the meantime, the bar
can continue to offer music.

“The city has no further comment on
the matter pending the administrative
appeal,” said city spokeswoman
Jenny Peterson. The revocation
notice says The Jumping Turtle
violated city codes or terms of
its entertainment permit
numerous times since mid-May.
“We run a very legal establishment,”
said Mouradian. “I’m proud of my
reputation and my bar’s reputation.

and through Sutter the Americans
had a friend in Governor
Micheltorena.

The first employment I had in
California was in Sutter’s service,
about two months after our arrival at
Marsh’s. He engaged me to go to
Bodega and Fort Ross and to stay
there until he could finish removing
the property which he had bought
from the Russians. I remained there
fourteen months, until everything was
removed; then I came up into the
Sacramento Valley and took charge
for Sutter of his Hock farm (so
named from a large Indian village on
the place), remaining there a little
more than a year — in 1843 and
part of 1844.

Editor’s Note: John Bidwell
would go on to chronicle more
events of California before
gold was discovered. He notes:

There was not a hotel in San
Francisco, or Monterey, or anywhere.
in California, till 1846, when the
Americans took the country. The
priests at the Missions were glad to
entertain strangers without charge.
They would give you a room in which
to sleep, and perhaps a bedstead with
a hide stretched across it, and over
that you would spread your blankets.

Bidwell would go on to a distin-
guished career in government,
at one time having been elected
to Congress, twice a nominee to
become California’s Governor.

Having been a school teacher,
an explorer, an immigrant, a
rancher, a farmer, a governmen-
tal employee, elected official,
and a candidate for both
Governor of California and for
President of the United States,
in 1892, Bidwell had come a
long way. At age 81, died in
Chico, Butte County, Calif.,
April 4, 1900; he is buried in
Chico Cemetery.

Now, they’ve ruined that.”

The Jumping Turtle, which
opened in 2003 on Capalina
Road, is a popular venue for
local Goth and metal rock
bands. In addition to serving
alcohol, the menu offers pizza,
burgers and burritos.

Until May, its permit allowed
minors until 10 p.m., which
made The Jumping Turtle one
of the few North County ven-
ues offering entertainment for
the under-21 crowd.

Sheriff ’s deputies have made
frequent stops at the business in
the past two years.

On Nov. 2, the bar’s owners
filed a claim with the city seek-
ing more than $10,000 in dam-
ages. The claim accuses the city
and the county Sheriff ’s
Department of conspiracy and
abuse of power, harassment,
violation of civil rights and
other actions the owners say
have damaged the business’s
income and reputation.

The licenses/permits in ques-
tion had also required a number
of restrictions including includ-
ed prohibition of a cover
charge, the owners contending
the city had no authority to reg-
ulate that issue.John Bidwell
