Unfortunately, the Assembly
Education Committee chose
instead to bow to the pressures of
the unions and special interest
groups and introduce a watered
down version of the bill –
Assembly Bill x5 8. Instead of
empowering parents, encouraging
charter schools, and requiring
accountability, the bill focused on
creating new bureaucracies and
restricting parental choice.

Should the Governor make good
on his promise to veto the bill, I
stand ready to readdress the situa-
tion and finally pass the reform
our parents and children deserve.
